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Graham Kerr – Australia

I began showing dogs in 1957, at the age of 8 years, in Sydney, my first breed being the Pembroke Welsh Corgi. My family bred these with considerable success, producing numerous Champions, specialty winners and Royal show CC winners.

I have also been involved for a considerable number of years with Beagles, and our English imported male, Aust Ch. Clovergates Guinness, was an influential sire in the breed (he was also himself a specialty CC winner and a multiple BIG winner at All Breeds Championship Shows). We also bred and exhibited Afghans, having multiple BIS winning stock.

We brought the first Bearded Collies into New South Wales, commencing in 1972, and we subsequently imported 9 from the UK and New Zealand and produced over 65 Champions, including multiple specialty BIS winners, also Royal CC winners, and All Breeds BIS Winners.

My partner Brian Dowse and I also imported the first Soft Coated Wheaten Terriers to Australia, commencing in 1979 with a bitch from the UK and subsequently importing several more from the US. We achieved considerable success with them with multiple Group and Show wins.

Other breeds I have shown quite extensively, but not bred have been German Shepherds, Standard Poodles, Pekingese, Old English Sheepdogs, Belgian Shepherds, Collies Rough and Shetland Sheepdogs.

Since moving to Queensland in 1988, we have retained our interest and involvement in the above breeds, and have also exhibited with some success, Australian Cattle Dogs, Stumpy Tail Cattle Dogs, and Standard Long Haired Dachshunds; we are currently involved with Dalmatians and Whippets.

I started my judging career in 1970 with the Working (Herding/Pastoral) Group, and attained my Senior All Breeds Licence in 1998, therefore qualifying me to judge All Breeds World-Wide. I have judged extensively in All States & Territories of Australia, at all breeds and specialty level, including such prestigious events as the NSW Contest of Champions and Show Dog of the year, and Hound of the Year, & Queensland’s Poodle and Hound of the Year; and have also judged extensively in both islands of New Zealand, the Philippines, Sri Lanka, India, Thailand, and shortly to judge in Singapore, and have judged in the UK.

I am currently involved with the Judges’ Training Scheme here in Brisbane, as a lecturer, mentor and hands on assessor, and am a Life Member of the Bearded Collie Club of New South Wales, of which I was a foundation member and Secretary for a number of years. I am also Patron of the Collie Rough & Smooth Club of Queensland.

I graduated in 1978, from the University of Indonesia medical school and training in Obtained my degree and training in Obstetrics and Gynaecology in England. I am a member or The Royal College of Obstetrician and Gynaecologyst, England and a practicing consultant in Jakarta (Indonesia), specializing in infertility.

From a young age, I have always have dogs and from 1972, I started breeding and showing Chihuahua, Pekingese, Miniature Pinscher. My first import from England was a Chihuahua.

My First Miniature Pinscher import was a red male in 1983 from Japan name Atom if Starprize. This dog became an Indonesian Champion and the no.1 Miniature Pinscher in Indonesia. I have also bred Miniature Pinscher.

My interest also extends to Pomeranians, imported from England. They become Indonesian Champions and Reserve Best in Shows. I bred and focused my Pomeranians from Hadleigh, Tookeyes, Toybox, Pomirosa and Bilijees Lineage. From England, I imported Mini Smooth Dachshund was Ch. Tanska Macvity; I have bred and showed Mini Smooth Dachshund and Boxers. Mini Smooth successfully. The Boxers came from the famous Marbelton Kennel. I have campaigned, Ch. Maromad Chase the Lady of Merbelton, and bred Ch. Harmonic Cleo Laine, several CC winners.

The first Dobermann I owned was in 1978. My first import in 1980 was a brown male, Moonbeam Showboat from USA. This dog became the no.1 Indonesian Dobermann, and then went on to become Indonesian, American, and Canadian Champion. My Other import from USA was Ch. Zeitlin Bedazzled von Kerry. Later I imported Dobermann from the famous Franckenhorst breeder and dogs with Nordenstamm Bloodlines from Europe. Harmonic Dobermann are the result of these Americas, Franckenhorst and Nodenstanm bloodline combinations. My lattes import was a black male Ch. Bilbao Dente Del Gigante from Europe and in 2005 became The Top male Dobermann. Harmonic have been chosen as Best Breeder at the National Dobermann Club of Indonesia Specialty Show for 4 consecutive years (2004 – 2007). I have exported Dobermann to Singapore, India, England and Europe.

I am a founding member and the breed counselor of The Dobermann Clun of Indonesia. I had served for several years as a breed counselor and committee at The Indonesia Kennel Club (PERKIN).

During my stay in England, I visited and gained first hand experience and knowledge from famous breeds there, such as Ocobo (English Bulld), Yeosinga, Apoco Deodar (Chihuahua), Ashgate (West Highland white terrier), Fantasia / Upend (Rottweiler) and several others.

To date, I have produced over 40 Indonesian, Indian and Singaporean Champions.

My first appointment to judge Dobermann from Indonesian Kennel Club was in 1993. In 2006 I have been approved to judge by The Dobermann Club in England, and in 2009 The Kennel Club in UK approved me to give CC merit in UK.

At present I am licensed to judge All Breeds, and have judged Specialty, Multi Breeds, and All Breeds Shows.

I have judged in Europe in the prestious Euro Dog Show in Belgium in 1998 & 2003. I have also judged in England in 2008, Thailand in 2009, Australia (Melbourne and Adelaide) in January 2010, and various cities in Indonesia. I will also be judging in United Kingdom in August 2010, Denmark in August 2010, Philippine in Oct 2010 and Australia / Sydney in Nov 2010.
