     MR. WAYNE DOUGLAS ~ AUSTRALIA
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I first became involved in the world of showing dogs in 1977 with an English Cocker Spaniel. In 1979 I moved in to the Hound Group with Afghan Hounds. In 1983 the English Springer Spaniel “Ch Wongan Southn Silk” arrived returning my involvement with the Gundog group. Silks breeder also bred American Cocker Spaniels and I regularly handled them at shows. In 1984 I obtained my first exhibition greyhound and soon followed by importing the first of two from Dagmar Kenis’ “Solstrand” Kennels in England. Ch Solstrand Vanity Fair and Ch Racey Lacey from Darquell both went on to Win All Breeds BIS’s as well as producing Champions including some BIS winners. In the early 90’s American Cockers were added to “MY” breeds, and a Cavalier King Charles Spaniel joined the team late in 2004.


In all I have owned/bred/exhibited 25 Australian champions and have had specialty challenge and Royal show challenge winners in 4 of my breeds. As well as my own dogs, I currently handle 3 varieties of Dachshunds, Standard Long, Miniature Long Haired & Miniature Wire Haired. I was granted my Championship Judges license starting in 1990. Since then I have been very fortunate to have bee invited to judge in USA, New Zealand, Germany, Ireland, Scotland, Sweden, UK, Indonesia, Show Winner in Denmark, and throughout Australia which includes some Royal shows. 

I have been fortunate to have travelled overseas on a regular basis for the last few years and in that time have seen some great dogs around the world. 

       

       MR. DARREN BOWEY ~ AUSTRALIA
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Darren Bowey first gained approval to judge Gundogs in 1988 and progressively became licenced to judge All breeds. He has judged extensively throughout Australia and New Zealand and also in the USA, Canada, Taiwan, Korea, Japan, Finland and Thailand.

Darren commenced showing English Setters in 1976 and successfully continues to do so to this day. He proudly holds the breed record for having owned or bred more Australian Specialty and Allbreed best in show winning English Setters than anyone in the history of the breed.

Two of Darren’s English Setters were the #1 show dog all breeds in Australia for 2002, 2003 & 2004 and in addition achieved winning best in show at 5 Australian Royal shows with 5 separate dogs. Darren has previously handled Irish and Gordon Setters to best in show level.

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I started in dogs with an apricot Toy Poodle, in 1972 gained my prefix Chezjolie. Showed and bred all three varieties of poodles, at the last count about 150 champions. Still breeding and showing but only the toys now.

Through marriage was very involved in the toy group, in partnership with my husband at the time. Under the Balkana prefix, breeding and showing Australian Silky Terriers and Min. Pins.

Gained my All Breeds licensed in 1993. Have judged in USA, Sweden, Asia and of course Australia and New Zealand.

I am currently on the judges training panel in Victoria and have been on and off for many years. I am a judges examiner and was coordinator for the Toy Group in 2007 and, since then, I have led the training for the non Sporting Group.
